· NIAAA State Award of Merit  (candidates needed by March)
Presented to an OIAAA member who is recognized for service, leadership, and contributions at the local and state level. 

· NIAAA Distinguished Service Award
(candidates needed by March)




(Two Awards one Inside, one Outside the Field of Athletics)

Presented to individuals who demonstrated exceptional leadership and service to athletics.  

· OIAAA Meritorious Service  (candidates needed by May)
Presented to and individual in recognition for special contributions to interscholastic athletics at any level; local, district, or state

· OIAAA Citation   (candidates needed by May)
Presented to an individual in recognition of exceptional time, effort, and energy devoted to the OIAAA.

· OIAAA Athletic Administrator of the Year   (candidates needed by May)
Presented to an individual who exemplifies the highest standards of their profession and who, through their influence on the lives of the young people under their direction, and has made significant contributions to their school and community.

· OIAAA Hall of Fame   (candidates needed by May)
Induction into the HALL of FAME, one from each District.  For exceptional service in Athletic Administration.

· Sportsmanship, Ethics, and Integrity Award    (candidates needed by May)
Presented to an individual who is a positive role model for others, exemplifies an unwavering commitment to good sportsmanship, and reflects a high level of ethics and integrity, teaches positive values by word and deeds.

· Horizon Award   (candidates needed by May)
Presented to an active athletic administrator who has demonstrated in their first two or three year’s signs of professionalism and involvement, which has made a difference in their school or conference. 

· Middle School Athletic Administrator of the Year   (candidates needed by May)
Presented to a Middle School Athletic Director in recognition of service, leadership and involvement at the local and district level.
